Chrystalla Theodorou treks the Akamas with the Paph os Volunteer Rescue Service 
 

We may have mentioned before that Chrystalla Theodorou in 
Accounts is part of the Paphos Voluntary Rescue Service.  It 
seems the volunteers do more than just keep up to date with First 
Aid techniques and learn how to immobilise someone who has 
broken a leg.  The Rescue Service can be called on to help in all 
sorts of situations, from providing back up in the case of civil 
emergencies, for example, to helping the local emergency services 
in need of extra help.  Indeed, some members were called upon to 
go to Greece to help fight the forest fires that raged around Athens 
in August.  For all their activities, the team need extensive training.  
Keeping fit is essential and last weekend, Chrystalla and her 
Rescue Team undertook a gruelling trek into the wilds of the 
Akamas, partly for exercise and partly to familiarise themselves 
with the area.  It seems that walkers in the Akamas sometimes 
under-estimate their capabilities and map-reading skills, and need 

assistance to get back to civilisation!  This is not uncommon, apparently.  
 
Whilst on the trek, Chrystalla found time to take some extraordinary photos (with her mobile phone!) of the beautiful, 
unspoilt area beyond Aphrodite’s Baths on the north-west coast and of the very rocky terrain they had to cross.
